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Smart Bank Instructions

Saving money is easier than ever! Your new Smart Bank recognizes the value of each coin, it
sorts, adds, subtracts and dispenses coins. It keeps track of deposits and WITHDRAWALS and
always knows how much money you have in the bank. No more counting all those coins, the

SMART BANK will do it for you!

/A BATTERY CAUTION:
READ AND SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS.

Only adults should replace batteries. Do not mix old and
new batteries or different types of batteries. Do not mix
alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable
(nickel-cadmium) batteries. Dispose of old batteries
promptly and properly. Do not burn or bury batteries.
Replace the batteries when the Smart Bank stops operating
properly or the display becomes dim. Batteries can leak
chemicals and harm electronic parts, so remove them if you
do not plan to use your Smart Bank for several weeks.

* Use only fresh batteries of the required size and
recommended type.

* Never use rechargeable batteries.

* Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.

* Be sure the batteries are inserted with the correct
polarity.

» Exhausted batteries are to be removed from the bank.

» The supply terminals are not to be short-circuited.

INSTALLING/CHANGING THE BATTERIES:

Your new Smart Bank requires 2 x ‘AA’ batteries (Not
included). Use a Philips screwdriver to loosen the screw
on the battery compartment cover at the bottom of the
Smart Bank and lift the cover. Install 2 x ‘AA’ batteries into
the compartment, being careful to match the polarity as
indicated (+ and -). Replace the cover over the
compartment and tighten the screw.

DEPOSITING COINS:

Make sure the Smart Bank is placed on a level surface
and kept vertical during use. If the bank is tilted it may
affect coin sorting accuracy. Insert coins one by one into
the slot on the top of the Smart Bank. Wait for each coin
to drop all the way before inserting the next coin. The
amount deposited will be displayed on the top screen.

* To clear the account balance (reset to $0.00) press the
reset button on the bottom of the Smart Bank.

» Keep the Smart Bank clean and dry. If any part of the
bank gets wet, wipe it dry immediately. Use and store the
bank indoors, in environments which maintain normal
temperatures.

* Handle the Smart Bank carefully and do not drop it.

* Occasionally wipe the Smart Bank with a damp cloth to
keep it clean and looking new. Do not allow water in or
near the electronic slot, as this may damage the device.
* Modifying or tampering with the Smart Bank’s internal
components can cause it to malfunction.

NOTE: Avoid turning bank upside-down when loaded
because bank may jam.

WITHDRAWING COINS: o
Rotate the Smart Bank body until a 1¢, 5¢,10¢ or 25¢ arrow
lines up with the dispenser slot arrow. When aligned properly
it will click into place. The Smart Bank body rotates clockwise
and counterclockwise. It does not rotate a full 360 degrees.
DO NOT FORCE. Squeeze the dispenser tab and a coin will
be dispensed from the slot at the bottom of the Smart Bank.
Squeeze once for each coin. The amount withdrawn will be
deducted and your new balance displayed on the top screen.

COMPLIANCE WITH FCC REGULATIONS:
